Futures and the 25 finalists    
participated in a home visit. This 
incoming class represents an 
important milestone in that it  
completes our expansion begun 
in 2007, to serving 100 students 
annually. 

Our goal for growth from 64 to 
100 students attempts to balance 
our desire to help with our      
commitment for increasing college 
access for at-risk youth.
